These sections are open to all Exhibitors you do not have to live in the area 
or be a member of a local Women’s Institute or Young Farmer’s Club. 
 

• One entry only per class. 
• All exhibits must be the BONA FIDE work of the actual Exhibitor. 
• Articles previously exhibited at this show are ineligible. 
• Exhibits must be handed in no later than 9.30am on the day of the show and may not be 

removed before 4pm.  The tent will be closed to the public at 4pm. 
• Exhibits are entirely at the risk of the Exhibitors, who will be solely responsible for their 

delivery and removal. 
• Exhibitors having not less than TEN ENTRIES will receive a FREE PASS to the show.

Exhibitor gaining most points in the Industrial Section. 
• The Dunsyre Shield for most points in the children’s classes. 
• Lander Trophy – Children’s class number nine. 
• John and Ella Aitken Rosebowl for the best exhibit in classes 1-12.

• Stephen Mitchell Cup for Best Exhibit in Show.
